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Analysis on Border Inspection Data of Imported
Foods and Related Products into Taiwan in 2018

ABSTRACT

In 2018, a total of 682,575 batches of imported foods and related products were submitted to Taiwan
Food and Drug Administration (TFDA) for import inspection. The main countries of origin were Japan,
the United States and Mainland China, from which 155,122, 84,578 and 80,151 batches were imported
respectively, together, they represented 46.9% of the entire cohort. Out of the 58,915 batches tested,
820 batches (1.3%) were found to be non-compliant. The main cause of non-compliance was pesticide
residues in agricultural products. The results of the import inspection provided valuable management
information in evaluating the risks of various food categories, food origins and risk factors for the control

of imported food.
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
