Where there is food with maleic anhydride from illegal use of maleic anhydride 
modified starch inspected and confirmed. 

Dealing with the Product  Dealing with the doer 

1. Those products violating 
regulations shall be 
recalled and destroyed in 
accordance with article 
29 of Act Governing 
Food Sanitation. 

2. Ask the responsible 
manufacturers to 
implement the recall 
process in accordance 
with “Regulations of 
Recall and Destruction 
for Food and Related 
Products .” 

The fine between 
NT$30,000 and NT$150,000 
shall be imposed in 
accordance with article 33 of 
Act Governing Food 
Sanitation for violating 
article 12 of the same Act. 

The fine between NT$60,000 
and NT$6000,000 shall be 
imposed in accordance with 
article 31 of Act Governing 
Food Sanitation for violating 
subparagraph 3 of paragraph 1 
of article 11 of the same Act. 

If the level of maleic acid in end 
product is too high and it is 
considered harmful to human 
health after risk assessment.
